Each of these certifications has the option to specialize in the areas of RCIA/Adult Faith Formation, Youth
Evangelization or Children’s Catechesis. A Catechist Trainer is person who has met the diocesan requirements and
qualifications to train parish/school catechists and parish leaders in the above mentioned specialization areas. A Master
Catechist is a person who also has met the diocesan requirements and qualifications to train parish/school catechists and
parish leaders in the above mentioned specialization areas. In addition, a Master Catechist can present the Catechist Trainer
Seminar and evaluate Catechist Trainer candidates.

e  Four letters of reference that attest to your ability and success as a leader, including:
A letter by a coworker from your parish/school.
b. Two letters by people you directly serve at your parish/school.

A letter from a previously credentialed or certified leader currently working in a parish of the Diocese
of Phoenix.
